Re:  Project Report

This report will summarize the impact of the Western Massachusetts Network to End Homelessness throughout its pilot project period of July, 2009 to August, 2010.  The Network received $60,000 in matching funds from The United Way of Pioneer Valley in conjunction with the $1.1 million grant from The Interagency Council on Housing and Homelessness (ICHH).  ICHH funding of this project ends on September 30, 2010.  The Network’s Leadership Council is committed to ensuring the Network continues to build on its proven success and seeks the continued support of The United Way of Pioneer Valley, and the new support of The United Way of Hampshire County and the United Way of Berkshire County in order to make this continued growth possible.   
Network Goals Exceeded
Family Services:  The Network’s contract with ICHH and United Way initially committed to preventing and rehousing 315 families.  Due to a reallocation of resources per family (allowing for greater subsidies with longer term impact), the contract was amended to require service to 160 families.  The Network’s providers exceeded that number by ___, preventing homelessness or rehousing ___ families across the region with ICHH resources.

Individual Services:  The Network also committed to housing 38 chronically homeless individuals across the region.  These individuals have been living on the streets for an average of seven years and have extensive mental and physical health issues.
